Those 
fillings generally contain 40-50% 
mercury and combined with 
chewing forces can cause fractures 
and breakage in teeth. Luckily 
using the latest materials along 
with bonding, we can now 

strengthen teeth with conservative 
and long lasting procedures. Ask 
us if the latest in modern dentistry 
would be good for you.
